As a result of your generous support and/or involvement, the agency continues to strive to reach this goal. 
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We proudly present the following achievements for 2010/2011:

· 132 children in the community participated in mentoring programs.
· We had 63 mentor matches this year!

· We received our 5th Annual Growth Award from Big Brothers Big Sisters of Canada.

· Currently there are 23 traditional matches, 23 children waiting to be matched and 47 children/youth

                   participating in the Big Bunch program.  

· There were 4 Community In-School Mentors and 51 Teen In-School Mentor matches last year!
· Five Go Girls sessions and three Game On sessions were facilitated.
· Vancouver Foundation has provided funding for the Teen/In-School Mentor Coordinator position again this year.
· Monthly group outings were planned for all Big Brothers/Big Sisters and Little Brothers/Little Sisters (matched or 

unmatched).  Bigs and Littles enjoyed an afternoon at Geo-caching, Cariboo Corn Maze, swimming at the Recreation Centre, 
Christmas crafts/Rock climbing at the Youth Centre, matinee at the Carib Theatre, bowling at Rev Bowling Lanes, and a day in Barkerville.
·     Enterprising Non-Profits gave us a grant to enable us to hire a consultant to develop a marketing plan for

               our Shopping Card Fundraiser.
· Bowl for Kids Sake 2011 raised $18,590 in pledges, donations and sponsorships!

· 5th Annual Golf for Kids Sake raised $13,270 in pledges, donations and sponsorships!                                                              
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There were over 6500 volunteer hours recorded.
· One of  three finalists in the Canadian Donner Awards for excellence in program delivery in the Services for Children category.
· The agency sponsored many activities around town for the Big Brother and Big Sister matches  -  i.e. movies, 
    swimming, bowling, skating and even trips to Barkerville and Prince George.
