Renew Crew (USED CLOTHING) Program Open for Business in Quesnel at the end of June.
Every day of the week the Big Brothers/Big Sisters of Quesnel office receives calls regarding the drop off of used closing for recycling. With this type of demonstrated support the Quesnel Agency made the decision to once again offer a similar service that had been available in the past.  Although it has taken several months to locate the recycle bins to be used for this purpose Big Brothers/Big Sisters of Quesnel are now pleased to be able to re-establish this program in the community.

 It is through a generous donation from the Quesnel Rotary Club that Big Brothers/Big Sisters of Quesnel have been able to purchase three (3) used Renew Crew Bins.  If you know a Rotarian please let them know we appreciate their support.  These Bins will be located throughout the community – one at Wal-Mart, one at West Park Mall and one at the “Little Big House” on Vaughan Street and will be up and running by the end of June. 

Used clothing or anything fabric can be donated by dropping the items in a plastic bag into one of the three Renew Crew Bins. Please note, other items will not be accepted.  These big blue bins are clearly marked as the Big Brothers/Big Sisters of Quesnel Renew Crew bins. The bins are open for you to drop off items 24/7.  These bins will be manned by volunteers, please call Maggie 992-7257 or Patti 998-4645 if you would like to help with the monitoring of these bins on a regular basis or even as a relief for the regularly assigned volunteer.  With the right number of volunteers your help could be required as little as a couple of days a month. 
At this point in time we are not able to offer the pick up of clothing, as was done in the past.  Should the Renew Crew Program become so successful that a demonstrated need is shown, this may be looked at in the future. The proceeds of the sale of the clothing (through the Kamloops Big Brothers/Big Sisters) will be used to fund the programs of the Big Brothers/Big Sisters of Quesnel.

Another very important item of news is the relocation of the Big Brothers/Big Sisters of Quesnel offices!  After 14 years at the Willis Harper Block (upstairs from Willis Harper Home Hardware) the Agency is moving to 368 Vaughan Street.  The new offices are completely contained in a charming little house and will offer the programs of Big Brothers/Big Sisters of Quesnel.  There are currently 30 children on the wait list.
